It is from these rites 

that Church processions to bless crops developed.  George Herbert, the 17th 

century poet, encouraged processions for . . .

The Diocese of West Yorkshire & the Dales  
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ANOTHER  ST. MICHAELõS  CHURCH 

 

T he Parish Church of St Michael 

and All Angels north-east of     

 Linton village on the banks of the   

 River Wharfe serves the Wharfedale  

 communities in Grassington, Linton,  

 Threshfield, and Hebden in the   

 Yorkshire Dales. 
 

    The church dates from about 1150    

retaining some original Norman    

architectural features. Itõs thought that the unusual squat square bell tower might                       

date from the 13th century.                                                                    

Linton-in-Craven Parish also includes St. Peter's Church, Hebden built in 1841, 

Fountaine's Chapel, (overlooking Linton village green), built in 1721 (refurbished 

in 1992), and also Church House, located in Grassington village square. 

 

Anyone who has attended the well known Grassington Dickens Christmas Fayre 

will have sought refreshment in Church House.  On our many visits we often saw 

Mary Doubtfire there, daughter of the late Elsie Haykins, a dear friend of ours 

who lived on Casson Drive. Mary and her husband Sam, retired Anglican Priest,  

moved to Threshfield when he retired, living within sight of Linton church.   

Sam often conducted services at St. Michaelõs Linton and is well known as an 

accomplished writer of poetry. 

The clergy consists of Revd David Macha, Rector of Linton and Priest in Charge 

of Burnsall and Rylstone parishes.  Revd Fiona Jenkins is Resident Priest in 

Burnsall and Chaplain to Upper Wharfedale and Heather Houlton is a curate in 

training, ordained deacon on 30 June 2013. 

 

On entering the church the feeling of ôWelcomeõ is evident with plenty of leaflets 

and helpful literature available. (It was pleasing to see some booklets of Samõs 

poems for sale.)  A visitorõs guide draws attention to - 

1300 A.D.  Eastern bay of the Norman nave demolished to make way for a new 

chancel of two bays with north and south aisles. A "Devil's door" was included 
which was opened to let the devil out at baptisms and communion. 

 

There is also reference to the Norman tub font and Norman pointed arches on 

the south aisle of the nave. In contrast the north side aisle has 'Romanesque' style 

curved arches.  The medieval stone altar escaped the architectural destruction of 

the Reformation.   

On a lovely sunny day the Victorian stained glass windows created colours on the 

ancient stonework of the walls of the nave. 
 

If you are ever in the Grassington area do seek out St. Michaelõs by the river Wharfe at Linton. 
    However, donõt attempt to cross the river using the stepping stones!           Editor.

òVictory for common senseó for Church Fields 

    Local Councillors Lisa Mulherin, Karen Renshaw and Jack Dunn have welcomed  
criticism of David Barrett Wilson Homes planning application for the Church Fields. 

    The application went to Leeds City Councilôs City Plans Panel on Thursday 10th April 
and the Councillors on the Panel raised significant concerns about the developerôs   
proposals to build 299 homes at Church Fields, East Ardsley. 

    The panel clearly heard the concerns of all those who had commented on the plans 
and having visited the site agreed that they could not support the application.                
    They said that the application for housing on this site does not fit with the Councilôs 
policies for this type of land. They were also concerned about the highways access and 
the impact that the proposals would have on existing areas with their own character that 
would be coalesced by the development. 

The panel made it clear that they were not supporting the proposals brought forward. 

 Councillor Lisa Mulherin said: 

 ñI am glad that the City Plans Panel have made their feelings quite clear.                        
A proposed development of this size and scale would threaten local identity and      
overwhelm the villageò. 

 ñThis is a victory for common sense. The panel have listened to the concerns that I and 
hundreds of local residents expressed. The sheer weight of local opposition to these 
proposals clearly indicates the strength of feeling locally that this valued greenfield site 
should be protectedò. 

 ñI would like to thank all those local residents who submitted their comments on this 
application.  Alongside them, we will continue to make our voices heard about this   
inappropriate schemeò.

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T he Menôs Group and a few women visited the above premises in Wakefield on the 19th February.  The first thing that strikes you is the enormity of the place. 
 

We went into a room for a briefing before the tour started.  CCE is not solely owned by 

Coca Cola therefore has licence to fill bottles and cans for other Companies including 

Fanta, Schweppes, Dr Pepper, Energy Drinks and Capri Sun among others.                

To save on volume of plastic bottles delivered they receive shot gun sized pellet pieces 

of plastic which they injection mould into bottle sizes up to 3 litres.  
 

The secret Coca Cola recipe which is only known to 3 factories in the world is shipped 

in from Ireland with all the other ingredients, including CO2 gas brought direct into 

Wakefield. 
 

Before the tour we had to kit out in yellow high vis vests, blue hairnets and ear protec-

tors . Anne Fisher couldnôt stop laughing for 10 minutes, wish we had taken a camera! 
 

The cans and bottles flow through the production line at a rate of knots with each can 

and bottle being computer checked for weight and tight seals. Watching the bottle tops 

being screwed on at this speed was awesome. The production line is all automatic with 

only a few maintenance workers on site. 
 

Towards the end of the tour we were one of the first people in Britain to see the largest 

automated warehouse in action, which had only been opened two weeks. 

It is 14 storeys high and works totally in the dark as computers donôt need lights. 
 

     Finally they are a very green company in many ways:  Their entire roof is covered 

in Solar panels which generates more electricity than they need with the excess being 

sold to the National Grid.  They also have their own recycling plant to claw back 55% 
of the plastic they use.

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O f all the Dark Age 
Scottish saints, 

Columba is the most     
spectacular.                                     
In 563 AD Columba left   
Ireland and travelled to 
Scotland with twelve   
companions, in a wicker 
coracle covered with leather 
and settled with the Gaels, 
where he was granted the 
Island of Iona to found his 
monastery.  For the Gaelic 
warrior kings, Columba was 
a useful asset.  His monastery  
provided education for their sons, he was a 
close advisor to the king, and he served as 
a diplomat to the kingãs neighbours in 
Pictland and Ireland. Columbaãs blessing 
was treasured by kings, a powerful symbol 
of their authority, and, in return for 
Columbaãs support, the Gaels gave the 
monastery land and protection            
He was very energetic in his work as a 
missionary, and, in addition to founding 
several churches in the Hebrides, he worked 
to turn his monastery at Iona into a 
school for missionaries. He was a renowned 
man of letters, having written several 
hymns and being credited with having 
transcribed 300 books.                  
Columba died in 597, but his monasteryãs 
influence continued to grow, leading to the 
foundation of many new monasteries in 
Ireland and as far away as Lindisfarne in 
Northumbria.                           
Columba would have remained a little 
known figure were it not for Adomn§n, 
the ninth Abbot of Iona, and his book,   
The Life of Columba, which ensured that  

 

the saint's reputation 
eclipsed that of the other 
Scottish saints and spread 
Ionaãs fame throughout 
Christendom. 
Columba died on 9 June 
597 (aged 75) on Iona and 
was buried by his monks 
in the abbey he created. 
Columba's relics were 
finally removed in AD 
849 and divided between 
Scotland and Ireland.         
The parts of the relics    

 which went to Ireland are  
reputed to be buried in Downpatrick, 
County Down, with St. Patrick and    
St. Brigid.  
Through the reputation of its venerable 
founder and its position as a major 
European centre of learning, Columba's 
Iona became a place of pilgrimage.      
A network of Celtic high crosses    
marking processional routes developed 
around his shrine at Iona. 

    Patron Saint of Derry, floods, poets, 
bookbinders, Ireland and Scotland.
